Diacritics and characters that are referenced occasionally but used inconsistently (such as Cyrillic ӱ, л̆, г̆) are not included. Use the Church Slavic ALA-LC romanization table for Church Slavic and pre-revolutionary Russian characters. 
Notes
1. The ligature is necessary to distinguish ж from the combination зг.

2. Romanize the letter и as i for Rusyn materials published in the Serbian Vojvodina, historic Bačka, and Srem regions, with places of publication including Belgrade, Djurdjevo, Kucura, Novi Sad, Pančevo, Ruski Krstur, Sremska Mitrovica, Subotica. Romanize и as y for all other Rusyn materials.
3. The ligature is necessary to distinguish х from the combination кг. 

4. The ligature is necessary to distinguish ц from the combination тс.
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
